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Acacia University uses the following system of course grading: 

Grading: (No rounding) 
A = 92% - 100% 
B = 84% - 91.99% 
C = 76% - 83.99% 
D = 65% - 75.99% 
F = 64.99% or lower 

Incomplete – Incomplete (INC) grades are granted on an individualized basis. During a course 
term, if a student has an extenuating or personal circumstance that prohibits him/her from 
completing the course within the posted schedule, special arrangements to complete the work 
must be made with the instructor. If a student does not complete the assigned course work 
within the agreed upon schedule, the course grade will be converted from INC to the grade 
earned as of the scheduled deadline. Grades of “D” or “Failing” do not earn credits that apply 
toward a graduate degree and require a retake of the course. 

Grade Point Average 

Grades are calculated in terms of a 4-point grade system: 

A = 4.0 points 
B = 3.0 points 
C = 2.0 points 
D = 1.0 points 
F = 0.0 points 

A student may earn as many as two grades of "C" but must balance the grades with at least two 
grades of "A" to achieve the minimum required grade average. A student must achieve a 
minimum of a 3.0 cumulative grade point average (GPA) to graduate with the graduate degree. 

Graduation Requirements 

To be eligible for graduation, students must do the following: 
1. Complete all program of study requirements. 
2. Have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0. 
3. Complete the program of study within four (4) years after completing the first course. 

The Dean of the respective School may grant an extension of one year. 
4. Meet all the requirements listed in the Acacia University Catalog at the time of 

enrollment or when changing the program of study. 
5. Fulfill all financial obligations to Acacia University prior to graduation.
